School Council had their May meeting last Tuesday. A 
number of upcoming events including the year 5/6 
camp (Approximately $300) and Prep-Year 2 
excursion (Approximately $20) were approved. 
 
Discussion was had around slight changes to the 
schoolôs Camps, Excursions and Activities policy 
which now states:
